This year our collection on the first Sunday of Advent will be for those working with 
victims of Ebola and I am sure you will be generous to these poor people, especially when we 
think of how much we have and how much we spend over Christmas.  Let us support each 
other on this Advent journey and pray for God’s blessings in this Holy Season.
